	Outline of Activity
	At this level the pupils should be able to work independently using the skills they have developed through the previous levels.  They should be able to select appropriate tools.
Peripherals such as digital cameras and scanners can enhance activities.  These vary depending on the make and model.
A wide range of materials can be scanned in to provide interesting content for use in producing pictures and images  e.g. try scanning material, different types of paper, leather etc.  Just make sure it is nothing that would scratch the scanner!
Digital cameras are valuable for providing instant access to images and can also be used to photograph work if a scanner is not available.  Photographing text would not be so effective.

At this level the pupils may be set tasks that require aspects of different strands to be integrated together.  They should be able to produce documents, leaflets, posters etc that successfully mix the use of graphics, text and other multimedia sources.
