	Outline of Activities

(3 activities)
	These activities show pupils how to produce a multimedia quiz which uses hyperlinks to link different files together.  The pupils could then produce a similar quiz linked to work they are doing in class.
Activity 1: This lets the children see an example of a quiz that has been made.  The quiz will need to be downloaded from the Wiredshire site and saved on to a computer that the pupils will use.  When you download the folder it will need to be unzipped.  See Information Sheet: Downloading and Unzipping ‘Zipped’ files in Stage 5.

Activity 2: During this activity the pupils make a folder to save all the files they need for their quiz.  This is important as the files must be stored in the same place so the hyperlinks will work.  In this exercise they will create and save 10 files. (1 intro, 3 question & 6 answer files.)
Activity 3: Once all files are saved insert the hyperlinks by clicking on: Insert > Hyperlink.  Alternatively, press Ctrl + K or use the Hyperlink button on the tool bar.
The pupils need to open each page and insert the hyperlinks.  They will go through the same process to put all the links needed for each page. When they have done this they should check each link works.

Pupils can also record and add sound files of the questions and answers being read and add them to their quiz.


	In this activity you will :

· view  ‘multimedia’ webpages in ‘RM Talking First Word’ which include both graphics and text with ‘Hyperlinks’.




Activity 1: Creating a Multimedia Webpage
A hyperlink links one file to another.  When you click on the link it takes you to the new file.  Hyperlinks are used to link web pages together.
1. Load RM Talking First Word at the Red level.
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a. Open the file Title which is in the folder C&P Multimedia Level C Stage 6(Word) Quiz. 
b. Once you have read what it says hold down the Ctrl key and click on Go to the Quiz Questions.  The arrow will change to a hand.
2. The link takes you to question 1.  Read the question and hold down the Ctrl key and click on the answer you think is correct.  Go through the questions until you get back to the start.  Close all the open documents once you have finished.  You will notice that when you click on a hyperlink it opens a new page on the screen.  All the pages are saved in the same folder so that it is easy to hold down the Ctrl key and click them.
3. You are going to make your own quiz for other people in your class to try.  Think of three questions you could ask based on the topic you are doing in class.  Make sure you choose questions you know the answers to!
The instructions given in activity 2 tell you how to make the pages and how to link them together.  A little information is given about setting the background colours and adding clipart as you should be able to do this already.  You should also be able to change the size and style of the font.  
	In this activity you will learn to:

· create ‘multimedia’ webpages using ‘RM Talking First Word’ which include setting the background layout with graphics and text.



Activity 2: Creating Your Pages
1. Open RM Talking First Word at the Red level.
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2. Open a new blank page.

3. Set the View to the Web Layout view.    Click: View > Web Layout.
4. Save the file into a new folder in your My Documents or My Work folder: 
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Click on File > Save As.
b. Click on the Create New Folder button.
c. Type in the name: My Quiz Folder.
d. Click on OK.
e. Give the file a name: Title Page.
f. Click on Save
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Type in the following on the page.
6. Save this page. As you have saved it before just click on the Save icon.
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7.  You now need to make a page for Question 1:
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Open a new blank page. 
b. Set the View to Web Layout. 
c. Click: View > Web Layout.
d. Choose a background colour for the page.
e. Click:  Format  > Background

f. Type your question with these headings.
g. Add a piece of clipart if you want to.

h. Save the file.  Click: File > Save As.  Name the file:  Qu1


8. You need to make two pages for the answers.  One page is to say you are correct and one page is to say you are wrong.

a. Follow steps 7 a, b and c to open a new page.

b. Type in the following, or something similar.
Smiley and Sad faces can be found by going to:  Insert >  Symbol.  Select the font Wingdings by clicking on the ( to select the font.  Select the Smiley face and click Insert and then Close.
c. Save the file.  Click: File > Save As.….Name the file:  Qu1answer1
9. Repeat step 8 to do the second page for the incorrect answer to Question 1.  Use a sad face for this and a comment such as Hard Luck or Oh Dear!  Save the file as: Qu1answer2.

10. Repeat step 7 to make a page for Question 2.  Save the file and name it Qu2.
11. Repeat steps 7 & 8 to make the answer pages for question 2.  Save the files as Qu2answer1 and Qu2answer2.  Make sure you don’t always put the correct answer in the same place each time.

12. Repeat for question 3 and its two answer pages.  Make sure you put Back to Start at the bottom of the the last two answer pages and not a question number. 

Now you should have 10 files saved in your My Quiz Folder:

Activity 3: Linking the Pages Together
Now you have to link all the files together.

1. Open the file Title Page in RM Talking First Word at the Red level.

2. Highlight the text at the bottom of the page: Go to the Quiz Questions.
3. Click on:  Insert > Hyperlink or Ctrl + K.  A new window will open.  You may have to find the My Quiz Folder from inside your My Work or My Documents folder.

a. Click on the file you want to link the Go to Quiz Questions to.  The file name will be shown in the Address box.
b. Click on OK. 


c. Click on Save to make sure you save the changes.

The text Go to the Quiz Questions should now have a line under it.  If you press the Ctrl button down and move the mouse arrow over the text it should change to a hand.  This shows a link is there.

4. Open the page Qu1.  Repeat steps 3a-c for each of the two answers on the sheet.  Highlight the first answer and link it to the file that tells you if the answer is correct or incorrect.  Do the same for the second answer.
5. Do this for each page.  Open the page and set the hyperlinks needed for each one.  Each question page should have two links.  Each answer page should have one link to the Next Question.
6. When you have set all of the links you need to try it out to make sure that it works properly.  Open the Title Page and click on the hyperlink.  (Remember to hold down Ctrl and click on the link.)  Go through and check that all the links take you to the right page.  Go through and answer the questions correctly and incorrectly and check that the link takes you to the right place.
Challenge: Make your quiz come alive with sound!!!
Use the Sound Recorder and record the questions or answers so that when people try your quiz they can click on the  and listen to the question and possible answers. 
You could also record sounds that go on the correct or incorrect answer page.
To get the Sound Recorder click on: Insert > Object > Wave Sound   (Scroll down the list to get to Wave Sound)
