	Outline of Activity
	The activity is based on story writing and may require the pupils to be quite skilled at planning a story that will have different endings depending on the choices the reader makes.

The pupil plans out a story and at certain points gives the reader a choice of what happens next.  At this point they have to plan what might happen if either scenario was picked.  At most the writer should put in 2 choices as that will require them to take the story in a few different paths.  See the diagram on the pupil sheet.  The pupils could work collaboratively on this task.

Extension

Children could make some of the choices lead to a dead end where the reader has to go back and make the correct choice to carry on with the story.

The Sound Recorder could be used here to record the story so that it could be read to pupils as they listen to it.  This could be especially useful for younger pupils.

Activity 1: Creating a story with a difference …
Have you ever read a story where you wanted to be in control of what happened to the characters of the storyline?  Well, now you can produce a story that lets the reader decide what is going to happen at certain points in the story. 

Imagine what it would be like if one of the characters in a story is faced with a decision and you have to decide what they will do or where they will go.

By using Hyperlinks and different files that are linked together you can create a story where you can affect its outcome. 

Here is an example
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Chapter 1

You write the first part of the story and it finishes at a point where a decision has to be made.  The reader decides what they would do and follows the link to find out what the consequences are.

Chapter 2

The reader reads on and at the end of that chapter they have another choice.

Chapter 3
This is the conclusion for each story part.

You have to be careful that you don’t give the reader too many choices as you have to write a different continuation to follow each choice.

A variation could be that if they make a particular choice something terrible happens and the story comes to an end.  They could then go back and make another choice to see how that choice worked out.
Let your imagination run wild!!!

Why not record the different parts of your story so the readers can listen to it as they read it?
Information Sheet: How to Create Your Web Pages

In case you have forgotten how to create your pages and link them together here are some reminders to help you.

Making New Pages

1. Open RM Talking First Word and select a new page.
2. Set the view to Web Layout.  Click:  View > Web layout.

3. Type a heading on the page.
4. Save the file.  Click: File > Save As  (Give it a name that your group think is suitable).

5. Click on Save.
Repeat the above for the pages for Link 1, Link 2 and Link 3.
Inserting Hyperlinks
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Open the page you want to put Hyperlinks into e.g. Title Page
2. Highlight the text you want to make into a Hyperlink. e.g.  Chapter 1 
3. Click on: Insert > Hyperlink
4. Find the folder where your pages are saved e.g. My Work.  Click on the file you want to link the page to.  The file will be shown in the address box.
5. Click OK.  Save your work.

Setting the Background Colour

1. Open one of your saved files.
2. Choose a background colour.  Click:  Format > Background and click on one of the colours available.

3.  Remember to click on the Save icon to save any changes you make.
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
