	Outline of Activity
	To encourage children to analyse the responsibilities that society has in using computers/ICT. 
Remind pupils of their own responsibilities for using computers/ICT/the Internet.  Look at the school’s acceptable use of the Internet agreement.  Extend this to consider the responsible use of mobile phone technology and the Internet.  
Talk about how Acts of Parliament, The Computer Misuse Act and Data Protection Act aim to protect users.
A class presentation could be made allowing each group to discuss one of the suggestions given on the pupil activity sheet.  They should use the headings (1) the dangers and (2) how to keep people safe. 
Whilst analysing the presentations the importance of the Acts of Parliament can be related where appropriate. e.g. Computer Misuse Act - pornography, plagiarism.  Data Protection - confidentiality of personal data (medical, political and religious beliefs),spam, hacking etc.


	In this activity you will learn to:

· know and give some examples of how computers/ICT are used to give punctuality in transport.

· have appreciation of the positive value computers/ICT bring to people/society in terms of: communication, speed, accuracy, safety, quantity/quality.

· consider the implications in the use of computers/ICT focusing on: the user/worker, the customer/client, the business/organisation.



Activity 1: Computers Around Us - Responsibilities
These Acts of Parliament were made for our protection:
The Computer Misuse Act 1990 was made to stop unauthorised access or modification to any computer material and for any connected purpose.
The Data Protection Act 1998 makes provision for the regulation of the processing of information relating to individuals, including the obtaining, holding, use or disclosure of such information.

1. Your teacher will discuss this with you. 

2. Prepare a class presentation on The Dangers of using ICT/the Internet.  This could be a Mindmap, a PowerPoint or a talk from your notes.  Choose from one of the following suggestions and write bullet points for (1) the dangers and (2) how to keep people safe.  There are many Internet sites to help you.
