Your teacher has asked you to compare islands around the world.  You find out about several different ones and decide to organise the information in a database so that you can make comparisons easily.  Decide on the fields you are going to use first.  Follow the instructions given in the activity guides to set up, add the records and search your database.

1. Hokkaido is in Japan.  It has an area of 83,452 km² and a population of 5,702,131.  The largest town is Sapporo.
2. Honshu is also in Japan.  Its population is 98,352,000 and its area is 230,500 km².  Its main city is Tokyo.
3. Another Japanese island is Shikoku.  Its area is 18,800km² and the population is 4,500,000.  The main town is Matsuyama.
4. The fourth Japanese island is Kyushu.  Its population is 13,440,000 and its area is 35,640 km².
5. Skye is Scotland’s second largest island at 1700 km².  The population is 8,748.  Its main town is Portree.
6. Lewis is Scotland’s largest island.  Its population of 16,872 live in an area of about 2900 km².  The main town is Stornoway.
7. Cape Breton Island in Canada is where many Scots emigrated to during the Clearances.  It has a population of 130,000 who live in an area of 10,311 km².  Its main city is called Sydney.
8. The population of Tasmania is 483,000.  It is off the south of Australia.  Its capital city is Hobart and the area is 68,331 km².
9. Manhattan is an island in New York, USA.  It has an area of 87.5 km² and 1,537,195 people live there.
10. Greenland is the largest island in the world with an area of 2,166,086 km².  Its population, however, is only 56,385.  Its capital is Nuuk.
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
