	Outline of Activity
	Pupils will search for information on climate zones and follow links to related sites in order to gather weather data.

This could be an individual or paired activity.  Show pupils how to access the site and discuss how links to other sites allow them to conduct their research.  Remind them that parts of a site can be printed.  The picture can be printed by clicking on it and text, if appropriate, highlighted.

Pupils should complete the information in the chart.  This gives good practice in using hyperlinks to move between pages.  Other cities can be selected and the rainfall columns removed.  Discuss how the information requested was specific.  How did the information they found relate to the task set?  How easy was it?

Teletext can be introduced here as another method of locating information.
You might feel it is appropriate here to discuss copyright and ethics.
