	Outline of Activity
	Pupils conduct their own research project using information skills and produce a multimedia presentation.

By this stage pupils are familiar with searching techniques and should use these to collate information relevant to the task.  Discuss plagiarism and encourage pupils to think about reliable sources and how they should take notes and use their own words.  Within the context of ES topic, RME, World issues etc pupils could work individually or in pairs to gather information.  Allow pupils choice but try to be specific with their focus of study.  More able pupils can extend their range of enquiry. 

e.g – Japanese volcanoes – 1. Why does Japan have so many volcanoes? 2. Names 3. Location 4. Active or dormant?

Activity 1 : Conducting a Research Project

Your task is to conduct your own research project using appropriate techniques and collate information in a multimedia presentation.
1. Plan your research.  You could use a spider diagram.
2. Identify sources of information and check reliability.
3. Conduct the research, taking notes from a variety of sources.  Remember to record where your information came from and use this in your bibliography.  Decide how many topics of enquiry (sections) you need. 
4. Organise and present your findings in a multimedia format.  This could be Word or PowerPoint with pictures and text/video/animation.
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
