	Outline of Activities
	By now pupils should be familiar with using the windows environment but a help sheet is available to help if needed: UT Windows Environment Help Sheet.  This also covers switching between applications.  
There are endless opportunities for using a digital camera, scanner and digital microscope in other curricular areas especially environmental studies.  Instructions cannot be included here for all types of devices that may be available in schools. 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Pupils are likely to be aware of the fact that hard discs are use to store large amounts of information.  Make sure they realise the difference between them and floppy discs.  Alert them to the dangers of using floppy discs from home as they may introduce viruses.  If possible show them a USB memory stick and how to use it.  Discuss the advantages of these over floppies in the amount of information that can be stored on them.  A memory stick is a removable hard disk with a USB connection which can support far more memory than a floppy disk. The computer will automatically detect it as another drive.  Files can be saved on it just as on any other drive.
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
