The tabs on the right hand side of the screen give access to these menus.  

[image: image2.emf]Use Attributes to:

· change colour of text and boxes

· fill artistic text and other shapes with different effects

· change the transparency of filled boxes

· change the font of text

· add lines, arrow shapes and borders
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Use Themes to:  
· [image: image4.emf][image: image5.emf]select sets of the style to be used for navigation elements

· select types of navigation elements, eg banners, navigation bars, buttons.
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Use Schemes to:  
· select colour schemes to be used for navigation elements.  The Schemes tab has over 50m preset colour schemes from which to choose.  Each scheme has 5 colours which are applied to different parts of the website e.g.  navigation bars, hyperlinks, buttons.
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Use Object Styles to:

· [image: image8.emf]change the style of lines, objects e.g. boxes, or text.  A selection of fills is given – e.g. Aberdeenshire below uses Royal Marble.
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· Select a variety of logos or flashes to which text can be added
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· Find a range of types of bullet points

· [image: image12.emf]Choose buttons which can be labelled and linked to other pages, files, etc.

· [image: image13.emf][image: image14.emf]Add rollovers which change appearance when the mouse goes over them.  Preview site to see them working.

· [image: image15.emf]Use text effects – similar to Word Art in Word

· [image: image16.emf]Find different shaped masks to mask out areas of the page.  

Click on the design wanted and drag it to position.  Resize as required.  Click to select and add hyperlinks to pages or files as required.  (Insert > Hyperlink).
