Setting the Background Colour
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There are two ways the page background colour can be changed:

1. By setting the Scheme to one that includes a background colour.  

The coloured bar under the name of the Scheme e.g. Purple, Revolution and Shamrock shows the background colour of the page.  Find the selection by clicking on the Schemes tab at the right of the screen then selecting the colour scheme you want.
2. By selecting your own colour using the Scheme Manager.  This also allows you to set a picture as a background.  

From the Tools menu select Scheme Manager.  The dialogue box opens showing the colours of the scheme already selected for the site.  Any of these colours can be changed by clicking on the drop down menu beside each one.  The Background page colour is selected in the same way at the bottom of the box.  
If you want a picture as background click in the Use picture box then browse to find the one you want.  If the picture is smaller than the size of the page, it will tile to cover the page so check and save it at the desired size first.
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
