Getting Started with Serif WebPlus 9
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Load WebPlus and select Open Saved Site on the Startup Wizard.
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Select the site called Aberdeenshire School.  This is a sample website that has been designed using WebPlus.  The Home Page is displayed.  This is the first page anyone visiting your site will see.  As well as details of the school it has a navigation bar down the left side which allows visitors to the site to select pages to visit. 
3. Look at the Site Structure on the right side of the screen.  (If it is not visible, click on the Site tab at the right edge side of the screen.)  7 rectangles are shown.  Each represents a page on the site and is named with the page heading.  This matches with the navigation bar on the home page.  If the page names are changed the navigation bar changes too.  Try clicking on a page and dragging and dropping it in another position.  Check that the navigation bar has changed.
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4. You will notice that Parents and Pupils pages have a + sign beside them.  Clicking on this sign shows other pages that are linked to them, e.g. under Pupils pages classes 1 to 4 open.  Each of these pages is called a Child of the page they open from.  The site structure shows how the pages link to each other.  Try moving some of the pages around.  Watch the cursor change as you drag: [image: image10.png]Site Structure.
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indicates that the moved page becomes a child of the page above, while[image: image2.emf] shows it will be on the same level.  If you move a parent page (e.g. Pupils) its children (Classes) go with it.
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A useful button on the top menu bar is the Undo Button.  At any time when using WebPlus, if you do something you wish you hadn’t done, clicking on this button undoes your last action.  For example, if you put a page in the wrong place this is the easiest way to return it to its previous position.
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The Home page rectangle shows an eye icon on it which means that this page is open on screen just now and can be edited.  Selecting another page can be done in three ways:
i. Double click on the page in the site structure box.
ii. [image: image9.emf]On the bottom left of the screen click the arrow beside the page name and the Page Locator list opens.  Clicking once on the page you want will open it.  With the Page Locator selected you can view pages by using the arrow keys to move between the pages.
iii. Go to File > Site Structure, select the page you want to see and click on View Page.  Click Close to finish.
Try all these methods to look at some of the other pages.  Notice how the eye icon moves to the page you are viewing.
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
