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Changing Page Size
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The pages on WebPlus are set to a default size of 750 by 1000 pixels.  You may want to change these settings to make pages longer, shorter or wider.  Changing the width to up to 1000 pixels should still allow the page to fit the screens of most monitors.
1. [image: image3.emf]To change the settings on the Master Page click on the Master Page Manager icon [image: image9.emf] above the Master Pages window or on the bottom toolbar.
2. [image: image4.emf]This opens the Master Page Manager dialogue box.  Under the Settings tab and Dimensions you can change the Width and Height by clicking on the arrows to increase or decrease the number of pixels.  Click OK.  This will set the size for all the pages using this as their master. 

3. [image: image5.emf][image: image6.emf]Pages that do not use a master page can also have their page sizes changed.  To do this right click on either a clear part of the page itself or on the page name label in the site structure box.  The Page Properties dialogue box opens.  The Width and Height can be altered here. 
4. [image: image7.emf]When previewing the page (File > Preview Site) selecting Preview in Window allows you to see what the site looks like at different sizes.  The sizes given are 640 x 480, 800 x 600, 1024 x 768 and there is an option to set your own sizes (??).  Click on the required size to get the preview.  
5. [image: image8.emf]Close the preview by clicking on the Close Preview icon in the Preview window.  If you close the window by clicking on the white cross on the red background at the top right of the preview window, the window closes but the preview page remains open.
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
