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Designing Your Website Pages

It is worth spending a bit of time planning and designing your Home Page as this is the first page visitors to your site will see.  Do not put too much information here and try to avoid having to scroll to see the entire page.

1. Open the Home page by one of the three methods shown earlier (e.g. double click on it in Site Structure).  Make sure the eye icon is showing on the home page.  At present the page looks the same as your master page and it is easy to confuse them.  Add any pictures as you did on the master page using the Import Picture button [image: image10.emf].  Remember to check that Place at 96 dpi and Embed picture are selected before clicking Open.  Click and drag on the page to position and size picture.
2. Add text by using the Text Frame Tool 
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.  Click on it then click and drag out a box on your page.  You can now type directly into that box or you can copy and paste in text from another Word document.  Text can be formatted as usual.  If you type until your frame is overflowing with text you can either make the box bigger or create another text frame on a different part of your page.  Click the [image: image3.png]


Link button at the bottom of your first text frame.  Your cursor will change to a jug.  Move the cursor over your second text frame and the cursor will change to a pouring jug.[image: image4.png]isable
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  Click inside the new frame and your text will flow into it.  Typing in the first frame will now displace text into the second frame and the link between the frames will remain there until you break it. (Frame Toolbar [image: image5.emf] > Unlink Frame 
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)
3. Add text and pictures to your other pages.  Remember to save your work regularly.

4. When you finish a page you should preview it to see what it will look like when it is published.  To do this, click the down arrow on the HTML Preview button on the Standard toolbar 
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 or choose Preview Site from File.  Select an option from the submenu:-
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Preview in Window opens the site in a new internal WebPlus window.  You can use the Preview toolbar to navigate Back and Forward between pages, Refresh or Close the preview window or change the display size.
Preview Page or Preview Site shows the page or site using an external browser e.g. Internet Explorer.
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
