Supporting your child’s learning

Where a child/young person in our school has additional support needs we meet with parents and the child/young person on a regular basis to monitor progress.

Our school’s consultation and review meetings are planned in line with guidance from our local authority and advised by national legislation.  The information in this leaflet explains what you can expect from the meetings.

Types of review meetings 

There are different kinds of review meetings

· “Settling In” meetings - usually held within 12 weeks of a child’s admission to school.

· General review meetings – this is an opportunity for you to discuss and plan for your child’s learning.

· Annual review meetings – these take place at least yearly and are mainly for pupils with a Record of Needs/Co‑ordinated Support Plan.


Before the meeting

Any relevant information will be circulated to you along with any other relevant reports  
 prior to the meeting.  This will give you the opportunity to read them and help you to identify those areas that you wish to discuss.  

You can let your child’s support teacher or the Head Teacher know, before the meeting, of any issues which you would like to discuss.
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Who usually attends

· Parent/s/Carer/s are invited to all meetings

· Your child has the right to attend, in which case he/she will be supported to take part in the meeting and his/her views will be reflected in the agreed outcome. If your child chooses not to attend, his/her views may be expressed through alternative means.

· Head Teacher or Head teacher’s representative will attend all meetings

· Relevant school staff

The Meeting

· You will be invited along with all those present to give your views on your child’s progress and to contribute to the development of the next steps and targets.  This will also help you and the school to

look at ways of working together to support your child.

· The meeting may be held outwith school, if necessary e.g. Educational Psychology office.

· You can request arrangements for the meeting e.g. access to the building (difficulty with stairs, wheelchair user) or to communicate (an interpreter).

· If you wish to have a friend or supporter present it would be helpful if you could let the school know before the meeting.

· The meeting will usually be chaired by the Headteacher or Head Teacher’s representative.

· The meeting will focus on your child’s learning needs.  

After the meeting

· We will give you a report of the meeting and agreed outcome.

· We will give you the opportunity for you and your child to comment further if you wish.
