· Learnnewsdesk@LTS

Learnnewsdesk@LTS is an online news service in English and Gaelic for school pupils which provides a real-life context for curriculum topics, and helps to improve pupils' literacy by encouraging a daily reading habit.

With new articles and features every day, the editorial team ensures teachers will always be able to find trustworthy resources and inspiring classroom activities that engage their pupils.

· Images for Schools

Images for schools is a project which has been about 3 years in development. It is a searchable database of images from a number of procurements as well as images which have been commissioned by other parts of LTS.

The are 3 thousand images from The Digital Brain  Scottish History project and around 1.2 million  from the Graphics Collection project. The former are mainly photographs of Scotland mainly from Stock Scotland, but some are from DB’s archive and some were photographed specifically for the project. The latter is the entire collection from Click Art which is licensed for use in Scottish Schools.

It is searchable by keyword. The files are saved to a user specified location.

The images can be used by teachers and local authority personnel engaged with education for any purpose in education. The may not be published externally or made downloadable on an external facing website without further permission.

· Audionetwork

Audio Network is a commercial music company which owns the rights to a huge archive of music and sound effects which it supplies to the international film, television and media markets. Uniquely, the Company cuts through the traditionally complex and costly processes of licensing music by pre-clearing all its tracks for worldwide use. 

LTS has paid for a five year licence so that schools can then use as much music as they like in the production of classroom or teaching resources, drama or film productions. However they may not be used for a public performance without an additional license. 

· The British Archive www.britishpathe.com
LTS has negotiated a licence for all schools, teachers, pupils and students to be able to download high-resolution files from the British Pathe Archive website. You can download low-resolution files (128Kbs) for free from their website, but high-resolution files (518Kbs) cost either £25 - £500 each depending on your intended use. 

However, publicly funded schools in Scotland can get them for free.  The film clips (3,500 hours) and the stills (2,000,000 to choose from) are for educational use and can be edited for use in ‘PowerPoint’ type presentations, used with data projectors and whiteboards and placed into school intranets or on Glow. They must not, however, be used on websites, published over the WWW or be made available beyond the school environment or be used for any commercial purpose.

· Scottish History

Interactive learning resources covering over 4,000 years of Scottish history from the Stone Age to the Twentieth century.

The resources cover major events and personalities in the history of the nation. They include independent learning materials and group activities to support teaching history in a fun and informative way.

Early Expressive Arts:

Can You Help? – Recognising and sorting colours are interwoven in an adventure based upon the topic of ‘people who help us’. Help Aunty Dotty to find her missing key and receive a reward as her mystery box is finally unlocked.

Early Health and Wellbeing:

Can You Help? – Sorting, shape, number sequences and materials are all interwoven in an adventure based upon the topic ‘people who help us’. Recognise special people in their lives by helping Firefighter Jane and Rachel at the Recycling Centre.

Bo Bear Visits Friends – Join Bo Bear as she visits friends and helps Goldilocks bake a cake for The Three Bears. Choose the appropriate equipment, ingredients and topping and watch the bears enjoy the completed cake.

Dress Bo Bear – Help Bo to dress herself by identifying and choosing appropriate clothes.  Activities include matching the different coloured socks and putting on Bo’s clothes in the correct order.  

Early Languages:

Bo Bear’s Nursery Spelling – This activity utilizes the ‘Look, Cover, Write, Check’ technique of practising and reinforcing spellings.  Pre-set word lists can be presented, selected from the high frequency ‘sight recognition’ words.  Other lists are topic based, or can be created to suit the needs of the child.

Dress Bo Bear – Allow children to extend their vocabulary or read a range of familiar words by choosing an item of clothing for Bo Bear to wear and reading along with the sentence created. Music and narration help to develop early reading skills.

My First Forty Five Words – Aimed at children who know their letters and are just beginning to recognise words. Two different games cover 45 high frequency words and encourage children to read a range of common words and simple sentences independently.

Letter Matching – The initial letters of everyday objects are introduced through three graded activities. Provides an excellent opportunity to discuss letter sounds and match them to the appropriate object.

Early Mathematics:

Counting Characters – A simple introduction to the numbers one to ten.  Children can practise counting and recognizing figures.  Short animations reward success, reinforcing the correct way to form figures.  

Terry the Tug – This activity helps children with many early number concepts such as counting and number familiarity, addition and subtraction.  Five levels cover the numbers from 1 to 12.

Shape Matching – Match two-dimensional shapes and colours by dragging them across the screen to their partners and be rewarded with delightful character animations.

Can You Help? – Engage with people who help us in an adventure covering sorting colours and shapes and completing number sequences in an adventure based on the topic ‘people who help us’. Help Aunt Dotty to find her missing key and receive a reward as her mystery box is finally unlocked.

Bo Bear Visits Friends – Join Bo Bear as she visits friends and helps Goldilocks bake a cake. Working with a range of comparatives, find the biggest, longest, thickest tools and materials for the job. This problem solving game introduces children to the correct mathematical vocabulary for considering measures. 

Early Science: 

Can You Help? – Help Rachel to sort materials in the Recycle Centre. The children carry out an adventure based on the topic ‘people who help us’ and in doing so recognise and name some common material from non-living sources.

Early Technologies:

Mouse Moves – Designed to teach early mouse skills.  With a range of settings and games, this activity helps children gain confidence in using a computer mouse.
